* The length of the abstract should be between 300 to 400 words.

» Abstracts shall be typed in “12 pt Times New Roman’ font in the MS-Word format 6.0 or later version.

» Each abstract must have a lead author who will serve as the primary contact for all correspondence.

When submitting the abstractfor consideration, the lead author needs to provide the following additional information:

« Title of the paper

» Name of lead author and other author’(s)

» Up to 5 bullet points summarizing the content

+ Author(s) affiliations and a short biography

» Lead author’s postal address, phone, fax and email address
« Company/Institution’s name and address

Length of the final paper should be between 2000 and 3000 words, with additional up to four A4 size paper for appendices and graphics.
Together with the submission of the abstract itself the author permits publishing of the accepted paper on the Internet and in the Congress
documentation.
